The institutional Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) is offered to University of Miami

students. Scores are provided quickly (usually within two business days after the test). The test fee is $45
(U.S.) payable in cash or money order to the University of Miami.

Seating is limited each test date. Exams given in Allen Hall are only for students enrolled in the

University of Miami’s Intensive English Program (IEP).

Registration is through the University of Miami only. Do nof contact the TOEFL office in

Princeton, New Jersey about institutional TOEFL registration. Free practice questions for the institutional
TOEFL are available at http://www.ets.org/toefl_itp. Click on the “Sample Questions” link and follow the
steps to print an answer sheet and to view sample questions for the “TOEFL ITP Test.”

When reporting for the institutional TOEFL, bring your current passport, proof of UM student

status (e.g., ‘Cane Card, course schedule, or letter of admission), the $45 (U.S.) test fee, and several soft
lead (Number 2) pencils.

Institutional TOEFL scores are intended for academic placement at the University of Miami. Those

needing TOEFL for admission to the University of Miami or for use elsewhere should take the TOEFL iBT
instead.
