The deadline for the university’s receipt of all applications and supporting 
documentation is November 1, 2011. You should complete the application process as early as possible during 
the fall of your senior year.

3. Submit results from the Scholastic Assessment Test (SAT) or American College Test (ACT) to the Office of 
Admission and an official copy of your high school transcript. Please take these standardized tests no later 
than the October 2011 test dates to ensure delivery of score results to UM by November 1, 2011. Have the 
appropriate testing service forward your results directly to the University of Miami: SAT Achievement results:
