Opening Ceremonies (October 30", 6:00-7:00pm): All of the student organizations participating in Homecoming take part
in this Kickoff event featuring Sebastian the Ibis, the Hurricane Cheerleaders, and the ringing in of Homecoming by the
Omicron Delta Kappa National Leadership Honor Society. Each organization shows their spirit through a “roll call” and joins
in on cheers led by the cheerleaders.

Hurricanes Help the Hometown (October 31°, 9:00am-2:00pm): Approximately 700 students meet in the University
center in the morning for breakfast and then split into groups headed for various community service sites or to help out the
Miami community in other ways. After a few hours, all of the students are bused back to campus for snacks and free t-shirts
while joining up with their friends again. This is the longest-standing service day at the University.

Blood Drive (Monday, November 2 - Wednesday, November 4): This three-day event partners the University of Miami
with the Community Blood Centers of South Florida to supply around 800 units of blood and platelet donations. The event
also increases awareness of the importance of donating blood and giving back. Many students come out to donate and
support heir friends while donating and the Univeristy Center Ballrooms (where the drive is located) are always bustling with
students and staff.

Homecoming King and Queen (Monday, November 2", 7:00-10:00pm): Students participate in this talent contest to
compete in preliminaries and finals for the change to hold the title of Homecoming King and Queen. The competition consists
of a talent portion, formalwear event, question and answer section and a joint dance number put on by all finalists.
Participating organizations come out to support their representatives and cheers on all of the students. The winning Queen
has an opportunity to compete for the title of Miss UM.

Organized Cheer (Wednesday, November 4™, 7:00-10:30pm): Student organizations put on choreographed skits and
dances for this theme based competition, All student organizations attend this event to support their group competing and
also to see what the other organizations have come up with. An audience favorite, this event is not to be missed.

Alma Mater / Spirit Tree (Preliminaries — Wednesday, October 28" 7:30-10:00pm and Finals — Thursday, November
5" 11:00am-1:00pm): Student organizations compete in this singing competition and spirit event to honor the Alma Mater.
This event takes place during the day and tradition has it coinciding with the last tapping of the fall Iron Arrow inductees.
Participating organizations and current students who happen to be walking by, stop and see the event around the Univeristy
center. Spirit tree involves hanging ornaments on the only orange tree on campus, capturing the Homecoming theme and the
spirit of being a ‘Cane.
